A reading from the book of Exodus (Exodus 2. 1-10) 
 
A man from the house of Levi went and married a Levite woman.  The woman conceived and bore a son; 
and when she saw that he was a fine baby, she hid him for three months.  When she could hide him 
no longer she got a papyrus basket for him, and plastered it with bitumen and pitch; she put the child in it 
and placed it among the reeds on the bank of the river.  His sister stood at a distance, to see what would 
happen to him. 
The daughter of Pharaoh came down to bathe at the river, while her attendants walked beside the river.  
She saw the basket among the reeds and sent her maid to bring it.  When she opened it, she saw the child.  
He was crying, and she took pity on him.  ‘This must be one of the Hebrews’ children,’ she said.  Then his 
sister said to Pharaoh’s daughter, ‘Shall I go and get you a nurse from the Hebrew women to nurse 
the child for you?’  Pharaoh’s daughter said to her, ‘Yes.’  So the girl went and called the child’s mother.  
Pharaoh’s daughter said to her, ‘Take this child and nurse it for me, and I will give you your wages.’  So the 
woman took the child and nursed it.  When the child grew up, she brought him to Pharaoh’s daughter, and 
she took him as her son.

During the Offertory Hymn, the gifts of the people are gathered and presented in the Collection.

A Proper Preface may be used when appropriate.  The priest then concludes with:

KNEEL OR SIT 
The priest recites the Eucharistic prayer.  A bell signals the elevation of the consecrated bread and wine, at 
which all may make the sign of the cross. 
 
After the elevation of the consecrated wine, the following acclamation is said: 
Priest Christ is the bread of life. 
All When we eat this bread and drink this cup, 
 we proclaim thy death, Lord Jesus, until thou comest in glory. 
 
The priest continues the Eucharistic Prayer, concluding with: 

by whom and with whom, and in whom, 
 in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be unto thee, 
 O Father almighty, world without end. 
All Amen. 
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THE LORD’S PRAYER (SUNG) 
Priest As our Saviour Christ hath commanded and taught us, we are bold to say: 
All Our Father, who art in heaven, 
 hallowed be thy name; 
 thy kingdom come; 
 thy will be done; 
 on earth as it is in heaven. 
 Give us this day our daily bread. 
 And forgive us our trespasses, 
 as we forgive those who trespass against us.  
 And lead us not into temptation; 

but deliver us from evil. 
For thine is the kingdom, 
the power and the glory,  
for ever and ever.

GIVING OF COMMUNION 
The priest invites the people to communion: 
Priest Jesus is the Lamb of God 
 who takes away the sin of the world. 
 Blessed are those who are called to his supper. 
All Lord, I am not worthy that thou shouldest come under my roof, 
 but speak the word only and my soul shall be healed. 
 
Communion is administered in both kinds (bread and wine).  If you do not wish to receive wine from the 
common cup, please leave the altar rail immediately after you have consumed the bread. 
Please note that intinction (dipping the wafer into the consecrated wine) is not permitted. 
 
Words of distribution are used to which the communicant replies:  Amen.
