WELCOME

The congregation follow the
Altar Party, receiving a Palm Cross at the door, and assemble on the Green facing the Cross and Altar Party.

THE PALM GOSPEL

“The Lord needs them.” And he will send them immediately.” This took place to fulfil what had been
spoken through the prophet, saying, ‘Tell the daughter of Zion, Look, your king is coming to you, humble,
and mounted on a donkey, and on a colt, the foal of a donkey.” The disciples went and did as Jesus had
directed them; they brought the donkey and the colt, and put their cloaks on them, and he sat on them.
A very large crowd spread their cloaks on the road, and others cut branches from the trees and spread
them on the road. The crowds that went ahead of him and that followed were shouting, ‘Hosanna to the
Son of David! Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord! Hosanna in the highest heaven!’
When he entered Jerusalem, the whole city was in turmoil, asking, ‘Who is this?’ The crowds were saying,
‘This is the prophet Jesus from Nazareth in Galilee.’

KNEEL OR SIT

The priest recites the Eucharistic prayer. A bell signals the elevation of the consecrated bread and wine, at
which all may make the sign of the cross.

After the elevation of the consecrated wine, the following acclamation is said:
Priest Christ is the bread of life.
All When we eat this bread and drink this cup,

we proclaim thy death, Lord Jesus, until thou comest in glory.

The priest continues the Eucharistic Prayer, concluding with:
by whom and with whom, and in whom,
in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be unto thee,
O Father almighty, world without end.

Communion is administered in both kinds (bread and wine). If you do not wish to receive wine from the
common cup, please leave the altar rail immediately after you have consumed the bread.
Please note that intinction (dipping the wafer into the consecrated wine) is not permitted.

Words of distribution are used to which the communicant replies: Amen.

During the giving of communion a motet may be sung by the choir.
