A reading from the first letter of Peter (1 Peter 2. 19-25) 
 
Brothers and sisters: It is a credit to you if, being aware of God, you endure pain while suffering unjustly.  
If you endure when you are beaten for doing wrong, what credit is that?  But if you endure when you do 
right and suffer for it, you have God’s approval.  For to this you have been called, because Christ also 
suffered for you, leaving you an example, so that you should follow in his steps.  ‘He committed no sin, and 
no deceit was found in his mouth.’  When he was abused, he did not return abuse; when he suffered, 
he did not threaten; but he entrusted himself to the one who judges justly.  He himself bore our sins in his 
body on the cross, so that, free from sins, we might live for righteousness; by his wounds you have been 
healed.  For you were going astray like sheep, but now you have returned to the shepherd and guardian 
of your souls.

When he has brought out all his own, he goes ahead of them, and the sheep 
follow him because they know his voice.  They will not follow a stranger, but they will run from him 
because they do not know the voice of strangers.’  Jesus used this figure of speech with them, but they did 
not understand what he was saying to them. 
So again Jesus said to them, ‘Very truly, I tell you, I am the gate for the sheep.  All who came before me are 
thieves and bandits; but the sheep did not listen to them.  I am the gate.  Whoever enters by me will be 
saved, and will come in and go out and find pasture.  The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy.  
I came that they may have life, and have it abundantly.

A Proper Preface may be used when appropriate.  The priest then concludes with:

KNEEL OR SIT 
The priest recites the Eucharistic prayer.  A bell signals the elevation of the consecrated bread and wine, at 
which all may make the sign of the cross. 
 
After the elevation of the consecrated wine, the following acclamation is said: 
Priest Jesus Christ is Lord. 
All Lord, by thy cross and resurrection thou hast set us free.  Thou art the Saviour of the world. 
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The priest continues the Eucharistic Prayer, concluding with: 

by whom and with whom, and in whom, 
 in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be unto thee, 
 O Father almighty, world without end. 
All Amen. 
 
 

THE LORD’S PRAYER (SUNG) 
Priest As our Saviour Christ hath commanded and taught us, we are bold to say: 
All Our Father, who art in heaven, 
 hallowed be thy name; 
 thy kingdom come; 
 thy will be done; 
 on earth as it is in heaven. 
 Give us this day our daily bread. 
 And forgive us our trespasses, 
 as we forgive those who trespass against us.  
 And lead us not into temptation; 

but deliver us from evil. 
For thine is the kingdom, 
the power and the glory,  
for ever and ever.

The priest invites the people to communion: 
Priest Alleluia.  Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us. 
All Therefore let us keep the feast.  Alleluia. 
 
Priest Jesus is the Lamb of God 
 who takes away the sin of the world. 
 Blessed are those who are called to his supper. 
All Lord, I am not worthy that thou shouldest come under my roof, 
 but speak the word only and my soul shall be healed. 
 
Communion is administered in both kinds (bread and wine).  If you do not wish to receive wine from the 
common cup, please leave the altar rail immediately after you have consumed the bread. 
Please note that intinction (dipping the wafer into the consecrated wine) is not permitted. 
 
Words of distribution are used to which the communicant replies:  Amen. 
 
During the giving of communion a motet may be sing by the choir.

O merciful Father, who gavest thy Son Jesus Christ to be the good shepherd, and in his love for us 
to lay down his life and rise again: keep us ever under his protection, and give us grace to follow 
in his steps; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

All we thank thee for feeding us 
 with the body and blood of thy Son Jesus Christ. 
 Through him we offer thee our souls and bodies 
 to be a living sacrifice.
